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For over 40 years, Senior Services Society BC (SSSBC) has been
helping vulnerable seniors remain housed. We coordinate access for
low-income seniors to emergency, temporary and ultimately,
permanent housing. We also help prevent homelessness by providing
a broad range of social, food security, transportation and support
services for New Westminster seniors to remain independent. We
envision a community where seniors can age in place, comfortably,
and with dignity.

About Walk of Ages

The Walk of Ages is not just a fundraiser, but a powerful demonstration
of unity of those who believe that seniors deserve to have basic needs
like safe and affordable housing met. Homelessness amongst seniors
has increased 5 times over the past 10 years and accounts for 22%
of the homeless population at last count.

In 2024, our inaugural event attracted approximately 200 adults from
students to seniors. Our goal this year is to attract 250 walkers. The
event will include live music, refreshments and community
engagement opportunities.
